Linking to Artifacts with Dreamweaver

Each page that you’ve created will need to have links to the artifacts/projects you’ve created this semester. Don’t forget to use the checklist to make sure that you’ve included all of the required components for each page.

Preparing your artifacts:

1. Currently, the majority of your class projects still reside in your assignments folder on your key drive. You will need to move relevant projects to your portfolio folder.

2. Open your assignments folder – you should have the following items (make sure to rename them before you move them)

a. Brochure or newsletter (brochure.doc or newsletter.doc)

b. Calendar (calendar.doc)

c. Grade Sheet and Attendance Record (grade_attend.xls)

d. Seating Chart (seating.ppt)

e. Inspiration or Kidspiration Whole Group Activity (inspiration_whole.isf or .kid)

f. Inspiration or Kidspiration Individual Activity (inspiration_ind.isf or .kid)
g. Inspiration or Kidspiration Teacher Information Sheets (.doc)
h. PowerPoint Game (pptgame.ppt)
i. iMovie video (imovie.mov)

3. your student.htm  / teacher.htm WebQuest pages should already be in your portfolio folder

4. Your Inspiration / Kidspiration activities (.isf or .kid files) need to be saved as .jpg files. Open the activities in Inspiration or Kidspiration and choose “File>Export” and choose .jpg – save the .jpg files to your portfolio folder

5. Copy the 9 files to your portfolio folder

6. You will be shown in class how to save your resume.doc as a .pdf

Linking to your Artifacts in Dreamweaver:
1. Open Dreamweaver

2. Open your tools.htm page – this is where you will link to your brochure, calendar, grade sheet, and seating chart.

3. Highlight the text that you want to use as a link to your brochure.

4. In the properties inspector – click on the yellow folder (Mac: blue folder) next to the Link box. Navigate to the portfolio folder on your keydrive and select your brochure.doc file.

5. That’s it! Continue highlighting text and linking to your artifacts.

6. Make sure that you are linking to the correct file in your portfolio folder – this will not work if you link to files in your assignments folder.
